
The Rod (staff) in my Hand

Exodus 4:2-5 (NKJV)

2 So the LORD said to him, “What is that in your hand?” He said, “A rod.”

3 And He said, “Cast it on the ground.” So he cast it on the ground, and it 
became a serpent; and Moses fled from it.

4 Then the LORD said to Moses, “Reach out your hand and take it by the tail” 
(and he reached out his hand and caught it, and it became a rod in his hand),

5 “that they may believe that the LORD God of  their fathers, the God of  
Abraham, the God of  Isaac, and the God of  Jacob, has appeared to you.”



Noteworthy

- In our hand, it may seem like a mere rod, however, when used as directed by the 
Lord, it brings deliverance.

Define Pillar

• A tall vertical structure of  stone, wood, or metal, used as a support for a 
building, or as an ornament or monument.

• A person or thing regarded as reliably providing essential support for 
something.

Therefore, a pillar could be a person or a thing.



9 Points to Note About Pillars

- Pillars are used in construction.

- Pillars are usually constructed with a single piece of  material (element). 
E.g. stone, wood, etc.

- Pillars lead. God led the children of  Israel with a pillar of  fire by night 
and a pillar of  cloud by day. He did not take it from before them 

(Exodus 13:20-22).

- Pillars support (structurally or aesthetically).



9 Points to Note About Pillars

- Pillars serve as foundations.

- Pillars are structured differently for the purpose it is designed to serve.

- Pillars carry the weight/distributes weight.

- Pillars ensure safety and roundness.

- Pillars serve as support for bigger structures.
